Coach Information

Player/Coach ID cards for U11 and above

Each coach/team parent must obtain a small photograph of each player. The photo is to be
placed on the back of each individual ID card. The player card and the coach’s card must be
signed and laminated. If a coach or player’s card is not laminated by the first game, the game
will be considered a forfeit. It is imperative that all cards are laminated before the first game is
played.

Game cards

If you are the Home team coach, you are responsible for bringing and turning in the game card.
You must take your game card to the fields behind Fatima and look for the stainless steel box by
Sunday evening.

Uniforms

Our club colors for U6 and above are Orange and white. Each player is responsible for
purchasing their own uniform. Home teams are to wear the Orange and Visiting teams are to
wear the White jersey. Please have your players to always bring both jerseys to every game. In
addition to the jerseys, players will also receive one pair of shorts and socks. Cleats can be any
color and shin guards are mandatory in practice and games and must be covered by the sock.
SHIN GUARDS MUST BE WORN at all times in practice or game NO EXCEPTIONS.

It is the coach’s responsibility to
maintain the fields with the exception of marking the fields. We have hired the fields marking out
in GV and TC and hopefully SF will join that in the 2019/2020 season.
